1) Safety  in the interest of safety the following conditions shall apply to all boats:

a) The following working equipment shall be carried on all boats and in accordance to CAT 4 Offshore Special Regulations:

i) At least one VHF radio; boats shall maintain watch on VHF channels 73 & 16 throughout the race. 

ii) A depth sounder
iii) A lifejacket for each crew member onboard
iv)  At least one GPS

v) Charts for race area
vi) Pyrotechnic and Light Signals  ( waived for this race )
Pyrotechnic signals shall be provided conforming to SOLAS LSA Code Chapter III Visual Signals and not older than the stamped expiry date (if any) or if no expiry date stamped, not older than 4 years.

b) for safety and monitoring reasons, all skippers are to sign on before sailing for the start line, and complete a complete crew list, including at least 1 mobile number per boat.
c) In the interests of safety there will be a 3 hour reporting procedure, yachts will be called on VHF from the nominated yacht to report their position. A list of mobile numbers of all participating skippers will be provided before the start together with the onshore coordinator/race officer.
d)     All boats shall report safe arrival at PSC  via SMS with their finish time to 012 205 0745.
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
